Photographs will be used to assess applicants for acceptance and level 
placement. 

Final class placement will be determined by Class Placement Adjudicators  
and according to the dancers’ demonstrated ability in an adjudicated  
class. Adjudicators’ class placement decisions are final and are not subject  
to discussion.
